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All participants under 18 years of age MUST be accompanied by a parent or guardian, in order to compete.
Parents MUST sign the waivers for any participant younger than 18 years of age.

For ALL participants, previous experience with canoes is NOT NECESARY (you will receive training), but
you MUST be able to swim at least 100 meters, confirmed by the Team Captain.

The CAPTAIN (named in the application) will be responsible for all aspects of your team’s participation in the
Dragon Boat Race, including:

< Completion of correct registration procedures,

< Submission of a team roster (it is suggested that you register more than 20 individuals, with a maximum of 25, so
that you will have alternates — only those listed on the roster can complete, since they will be the only individuals
covered by the Festival insurance),

«  Submission of signed Release Forms for all team members, signed by them, or in the case of those younger than
18 years of age, by their parents or guardians;

- Timely payment of all registration fees (to include initial deposit and balance due no later than 23 June 2010; and
attendance at all Captains’ Meetings.

e Completion and submission of the team ballot for best t-shirt design and best team spirit.

Your team must have an identifying TEAM NAME AND an identifying TEAM T-SHIRT. (If your team is
sponsored by a business or other group, their name should NOT be put on the T-shirt unless they have been approved
through the Dragon Festival Sponsorship Program). Teams WILL NOT be permitted to participate unless you are
wearing your team T-shirts. (You may also want to have additional T-shirts printed, to trade with other teams. Such
trading is encouraged.) Please provide one T-shirt to the Dragon Festival for display at future events.

Team flags must be approved through the Dragon Festival Sponsorship Program.

The Dragon Festival will be providing a Dragon Boat Races Crew Tent. The application fee includes reservations
for all team crewmembers to be able to congregate under this tent. Teams will NOT be able to bring or put up their
own crew tent unless a spot is reserved through the Dragon Festival for an additional fee.

The Dragon Boat Race 2010 is intended “fo be more about fun and community building” than as a “highly
competitive event.” Nevertheless, there will be AWARDS presented for various division categories, a “Spirit
Award” (for most energetic and enthusiastic group), “Most Creative T-shirt” design; and other categories. Team
Captains will receive further information about the awards, categories, and award structure.

An individual paddler can participate on ONLY ONE TEAM.

Designated parking areas will be available for team members at Lake Phalen. Team Captains will be provided
with this information. Please be aware that parking is very limited, and car-pooling is encouraged.

The Dragon Boat Race 2010 will be conducted under the auspices of the American Dragon Boat Association,
